Guidelines for Students Interested

In Teaching Certification Program

At Millersville University

(1) Students must sign a “Release of Official Transcript” form to participate in any aspect of the program. 

(2) To enroll in a sophomore (foundations bloc) or junior (professional bloc) bloc course at Millersville, a student must take the following steps:

· contact Dean Convey to discuss goals and options, 358-7187.

· contact Dr. Barbara Stengel at Millersville for advice (if necessary), 872-3785 (Stayer Center, MU Map Building #1).

· complete “Agreement for Exchange of Students.” 

· take this form to MU Registrar’s Office to officially register, Cynthia Bauman, 871-5572 (Lyle Hall, MU Map Building #22).

(3) Students must complete the following paperwork prior to the Foundations Bloc  (EDFN 211 and EDFN 241):

· “Pennsylvania Child Abuse History Clearance” distributed by the PA Department of Public Welfare

· “Request for Criminal Record Check” distributed by the Pennsylvania State Police

· FBI Fingerprint Card (for non-resident applicants only)

· See www.pde.state.pa.us  (enter "Clearances" into Search box) for complete clearances information

(4) Students must meet the following requirements and complete the following paperwork prior to Advanced Professional Studies (APS courses are those in the professional bloc (EDSE 321, EDFN 330 and a methods course):

· Admission to Advanced Professional Studies Information Sheet

· 3.0 GPA

· Clearances as noted above

· Two college level English (one literature) and two college level mathematics courses

· Praxis I  (Reading, Writing and Mathematics) Basic Skills Tests passing scores, official score report to MU;   see www.praxis.org for registration information.

(5) Students must sign a “Declaration of Intent” form which reviews the program:

· Program normally includes the completion of six courses (5 regular courses and student teaching) in education (certain subject areas may require an additional one or two courses) to be taken at Millersville University.  

· These six courses are the equivalent of eight course credits at F&M as follows:  

· EDFN 211 Foundations of Modern Education = one F&M course credit; 

· EDFN 241 Psychological Foundations of Teaching = one F&M course credit; 

· EDFN 330 Assessment, Technology and Instructional Design = one F&M course credit;

· EDSE 321 Problems of Secondary Education = one F&M course credit; 

· a methods course appropriate to certification area (e.g., EDSE 433 Teaching of Social Studies, EDSE 435 Teaching of Science in Secondary Schools, FORL 480 Teaching of Foreign Languages in the Secondary School, etc.) = one F&M course credit; 

· EDSE 461 Student Teaching = three F&M course credits. 

· Students may enroll in these courses during the regular academic year (Fall or Spring semester) or during summer sessions (subject to MU tuition costs and schedule availability) and will receive F&M course credit.  

· Grades earned will be calculated in F&M grade point average.

· Completion of this program constitutes an Exploration or may be used toward elective course credit – it does NOT constitute a major or minor at Franklin & Marshall College.

(6) Certification (Praxis) test scores is comprised of two parts:

· Part One:  Basic Skills has three areas – Reading, Writing and Mathematics

· Part Two has one area -- Subject Matter Parts One and Two must be taken on two different days.  Generally students take Part One during the Sophomore Bloc.  They typically take Part Two during Junior/Professional Bloc.
What if I can't finish in time to graduate from F&M with certification?

Here are some OTHER OPTIONS:

1.) POST-GRADUATION COURSE COMPLETION:  Complete a post-baccalaureate candidate application to MU by March 1 of your senior year.  You will then take all courses listed on the reverse, and may need to take some additional courses.  Costs are standard MU tuition.

2.) POST-GRADUATION COURSE COMPLETION + LANCASTER CITY PRACTICUM EXPERIENCE.  Must have taken the Foundations block prior to graduation from F&M.  From August to May, you will work in a Lancaster City School.  You will also take a seminar once per week and the remaining MU courses.  The costs are standard MU tuition, but you will receive a stipend of $3000 for each of two semesters from Lancaster City.

3.) MAT PROGRAMS:  You can complete an MAT or MEd in teaching.  Examples of schools which have programs are JHU, Pitt, Temple, Sweet Briar, Colgate, Brown, Penn.
4.) PRIVATE SCHOOL TEACHING:  Many private schools do not require state certification.  See: National  Association for Independent Schools (www.nais.org) and Carney Sandoe (www.carneysandoe.com).

5.)  INTERNSHIPS FOR NON-CERTIFIED TEACHERS:   Many private schools offer paid internships for non-certified teachers, for example (you can find more through NAIS):  St. Johnsbury Academy:  St. Johnsbury, Vermont & Emma Willard School:  Troy, New York
